From his family to yours, Andy will also pass along a rare and special piece of Napa Valley history: a recently 
commissioned recreation of the original 1881 map of Napa Valley.  This vintage map was meticulously 
restored to its former glory, overlaid with six of the Beckstoffer Heritage vineyards originally planted in the 
mid-1800s, and produced at 4’x5’ on high-quality museum-quality canvas.  One of only five held in the family, 
this is a true collector’s item and an impressive artistic statement, the value of which is priceless to those who 
know and appreciate Beckstoffer’s vineyards and Napa Valley history. 
 
To Kalon, which means “beautiful” in Greek, was planted in 1868 and provides grapes to over 50 wineries.  It is 
arguably one of the most famous vineyards in Napa.  Often described as the Grand Cru vineyard of the new 
world, To Kalon is considered the heart of the historic cult Cabernet movement that swept the Napa Valley in 
the late ‘90s and continues today.  Andy’s meticulous care of the vineyard, combining state-of-the-art 
technology along with Mother Nature’s supreme blessing, make these supreme vineyard-designated wines, 
Undeniably To Kalon!

As one of the oldest vineyards in the valley 
and neighbors like Beckstoffer and Harlan, VHR is steeped in history and respected for its premium cabernet 
grapes featured in Etude, Cakebread and Robert Mondavi single-vineyard wines.  
  
For your next celebration, follow the yellow brick road to the historic J.J. Cohn estate and meet owners Bret 
Lopez and Mimi DeBlasio (Bret is the grandson of legendary movie producer, J.J. Cohn), to taste the select 
2008 Scarecrow Cabernet (96 - Wine Spectator).  Once part of the legendary Inglenook Vineyard, this vineyard 
is the source of the heralded Scarecrow Cabernet, which since its debut in 2003 has been one of the most 
coveted wines in the valley.  Admire the “Old Men” vines: original plantings by J.J. Cohn from 1945 and some 
of the oldest-producing cabernet vines in the valley, which turn out uncommonly rich fruit - the hallmark of 
Scarecrow wines. 
  
Next, meander through the Rutherford Hills and linger for lunch at the iconic Auberge du Soleil in Rutherford.  
Lunch al fresco with Nancy while you take in the unmatched valley views and exceptional cuisine.  After lunch, 
Nancy will escort you to a destination that epitomizes the “new face” of Napa Valley…the exciting and fresh 
Checkerboard Vineyards from renowned Diamond Mountain.  Taste the proof in the barrel and in the bottle 
as you savor Checkerboard 2007 Cab (95 – Robert Parker) with the engaging owners, Steph Martin and Dennis 
O’Neil, who are creating a rare taste of what some say is the next “it” wine in Napa Valley. 
  
Finally, retreat to the incomparable Meadowood Resort for an enchanting stay in luxury accommodations, 
and to commemorate your “Napa Valley and Vine” experience, the winning bidder takes home a collector’s 3-
bottle pack of each elite wine, signed personally by the producer.
