A Provides coverage for crops that do not
have MPCI coverage avallable

A An Umbrella Policy with a Revenue Trigget




Whole Farm Revenue Protection

A Best fits growers with multiple commodities
and in conjunction with Multiple Peril Crop
Insurance

A Covers theTOTAIRevenue from all of your
farming operations

A Uses the average of your most recent 5
years tax returns to establish coverage

A Claims are paid after taxes have been filed

Insurable Qualifications

A Growers can insure any or all varieties, but must
Insure all acres of a variety selected in the county

A Vines must have reachetth growing season (2015)
or 3rd after grafting (2016) in 2018 crop year

A When vineyards are leased on a crop share, either
the property owner, operator or both can insure
their share in the crop



Covered Causes of Loss

Any unavoidable loss of production, damage or poor
guality resulting from:

A Adverse Weather
A Frost, wind, drought, heat, hail, rain

A Bird & Wildlife Damage

A Diseases & Pests
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A Smoke Taint/Fire

A Assuming wildfire (act of nature) and grower
has met all of the policy requirements
